Dr. Landry’s  Grading Rationale:
Students will receive grades in these categories:

1. Tests

2. Quizzes and Projects

3. Homework

4. Notebook

5. Immersive

6. Final Exams

Tests:

Each chapter will conclude with a written examination of some sort.

Students will be given advanced warning as to the day of the test.

The approximate testing day will be listed on the calendar on www.doclandry.com .
Each test will follow at least one “Review Day” where the general contents of the test are discussed.

If a student is absent on a test day, it is the student’s responsibility to make-up the test.

The student is expected to take the test on the day of his / her return.

If the student’s absence is longer than a day, they may have the option of postponing the taking of the test (to be decided by instructor).
The average of the test grades for the semester is the semester test grade.

Students have an opportunity to retake two (2) tests per semester.  Students may be required to create a study plan (and show completion of it) in order to gain permission to retake the test.  These are given outside of class (after school or during school at the teacher’s convenience).  A student can receive a maximum of 90% on a retake.

Quizzes and Projects:
Students will have to complete individual or group projects.

Late projects will be marked down according to their lateness.

A quiz (announced or pop) grade would be counted in this category.

All of the grades for these items will also be averaged for a semester project grade.

Homework:

Homework is given out about 90% of the time.

Students may have the opportunity to complete some or all of their homework during class time.

Homework is to be turned in at the beginning of the next class, after they have been checked.

After that, it is late.

A student who is absent will be given an extra day to complete the assignment.

It is the student’s responsibility to find out what assignments they have missed after an absence.

Homework is not graded for correctness, but for completion.

If all problems have been attempted, full credit is given.

It is the student’s responsibility to make sure that they have the correct answers or that they understand how the problems are to be done.

Late assignments receive a lesser grade.

This sounds like a “free grade” and it is.  This is a test of the student’s ability to handle daily responsibilities.

Students are always allowed to make-up late assignments, even if we have moved on to new material, but they will be penalized for being late. (it is still better than a 0).
Assignments will be posted on the calendar on www.doclandry.com when they are assigned.

Notebook:

Students will be required to maintain a notebook for the semester.  It will serve as a place to take notes as well as a place to journal personal reflections. The grade will be determined by completeness as well as content.

Immersive (Attitude / Teamwork):

This grade measures personal maturity.  Students are graded on how well they contribute to the classroom experience. 

Their grade is elevated for “expected” behavior and deducted for not working positively with their groups in class or disrupting the class as individuals.  This could be viewed as a “participation” grade.  This grade is, of course, completely subjective.  Therefore, deductions are the instructor’s decision, and are to be lived with. 

Deductions will be noted by the instructor in Immersive. (www.immersive.biz)

(Note:  the student always has the right to inquire why a deduction occurred.)

Final Exams:

A final exam is given at the end of each semester.  It is may be taken over several days.  Each segment is weighted and averaged to get a final grade.

The Semester grade is calculated by a weighted average of the above grades:
